PURPOSE

These rules must be followed at all times.  The contract are must be signed by both you and a parent or guardian before you can participate in the laboratory.  

GENERAL RULES

1. Follow all written and verbal instructions carefully.  

2. Never work alone or without an instructor present.

3. Do not touch any equipment, chemicals, or other materials in the laboratory area until you are instructed to do so.  Assume all materials are DANGEROUS!!
4. Do not eat food or drink beverages in the laboratory.  Do not use laboratory glassware as containers for food or beverages.

5. Perform only those experiments authorized.

6. Don’t play around in the lab.  Horseplay, practical jokes, and pranks are dangerous and will not be tolerated.
7. Keep aisles clear.  Push your chair under the desk or table.

8. Know the locations and operating procedures of all safety equipment including the first aid kit, eyewash station, safety shower, fire extinguisher, and fire blanket.  
Know where the fire alarm and the exits are located.

ACCIDENTS AND INJURIES
9. Report any accident or injury to the instructor immediately, not matter how trivial it may appear.

10. If you or your lab partner are hurt, immediately yell out “Mrs. Bowers, Mrs. Bowers, Mrs. Bowers!!” to get my attention.

11. If chemical splashes in your eye(s) or on your skin, immediately flush with running water from the eyewash station or safety shower for at least 20 minutes.  Notify the instructor immediately.

HANDLING CHEMICALS
12. Do not touch, taste, or smell any chemicals unless specifically instructed to do so.  The proper technique for smelling chemical fumes is to waft the smell toward your face.

13. Never return unused chemicals to their original containers.

14. Never remove chemicals or other materials from the laboratory area.

15. Dispose of all chemical waste properly.  Never mix chemicals in sink drains. 

16. Experiments must be personally monitored at all times.  You will be assigned a laboratory station at which to work.  Do not wander around the room, distract other students, or interfere with the laboratory experiments of others.

17. Students are never permitted in the science storage areas unless given permission by the instructor.

18. Handle all living organisms used in a laboratory activity in a humane manner.

19. When using knives and other sharp instruments, always cut away from your body, hand, and fingers.  
HEATING SUBSTANCES
20. Never leave a lit burner or hot plate unattended. Always turn the burner or hot plate off when not in use.

21. Use tongs or heat-protective gloves to pick up hot items if necessary.

22. Never look into a container that is being heated.
